Tikslas: suprasti kaip veikia vieSosios ir bendrosios erdvés daugiabuciy rajonuose

neighborhoods in a temperate climate (CommonS)®.

Projekto tikslas yra suprasti, kaip veikia bendrosios ir vieSosios erdvés jautriose gyvenamosiose
teritorijose vidutinio klimato juostoje, kaip tas erdves gyventojai naudoja, kokia jtaka erdviy
naudojimui daro jy forma, medziagikumas ir klimatinés salygos. Sios erdvés tiriamos jsiklausant
] maziau girdimus ar net negirdimus gyventojy balsus (vaikai, moterys, senyvo amziaus zmongs,
LGBTQ+ ir kt.) ir pasitelkus living-lab metodologija juos siekiama atkviesti j bendra erdve,
prisidedant prie jtraukios ir dalyvaujamosios demokratijos procesy stiprinimo.

,Living lab“ (liet. gyvoji laboratorija) architektiiros ir urbanistinio dizaino tyrimuose — tai realioje
aplinkoje vykstantis eksperimentinis tyrimo metodas, kuriame mokslininkai, architektali,
dizaineriai, gyventojai, savivalda ir Kkiti suinteresuoti dalyviai kartu kuria, testuoja ir vertina
erdvinius sprendimus.

Skirtingai nei tradiciniai laboratoriniai ar teoriniai tyrimai, living lab veikia veikian¢ioje miesto ar
bendruomenés aplinkoje, todél leidzia tiesiogiai stebéti, kaip zmonés naudojasi erdvémis, kaip jos
keicia kasdienes praktikas, socialinius rySius ir ekologinius procesus.

Studentai kvieCiami jsitraukti j vieSosios ir bendrosios erdvés stebéjima, kartografavima ir
analizavimg dar iki tyrimy projekto pradzios. Tiriamas Pilaités rajono Vilniuje atvejis. Proceso
metu bus rengiamos tyriminés ekspedicijos | Pilaitg, stebima, kaip Zmonés naudoja bendrasias ir
vieSgsias erdves, kartografuojamos erdvés formos, medziagiskumai ir klimatinés salygos, ieSkoma
neinvaziniy biidy uzmegzti kontakta su gyventojais ir juos jtraukti j tyrimg. Studenty jsitraukimas
bus papildytas ir teorine medziaga apie urbanistinj dizaing. Tyrimy rezultatai bus pristatomi grafine
ir tekstine forma.

TOPIC OF A COMPETITION PROMOTING STUDENT ENGAGEMENT IN SCIENTIFIC ACTIVITIES

Topic: The impact of common space on neighbourhood communities

Goal: understanding how public and common spaces function in vulnerable residential
neighbourhoods

Short description (max. 2000 characters):

In response to the New European Bauhaus call “The impact of common space on neighbourhood
communities”, a joint research proposal is being prepared together with universities from
Denmark, Finland, and the United Kingdom, entitled “Re-designing Common Spaces —
enhancing social sustainability of neighbourhoods in a temperate climate (CommonsS)”.

The project aims to understand how common and public spaces function in vulnerable residential
areas within a temperate climate zone, how these spaces are used by residents, and how their use
is influenced by spatial form, materiality, and climatic conditions. The research focuses on
listening to the less heard or unheard voices of residents (children, women, the elderly, LGBTQ+




people, and others) and, through the use of the living lab methodology, seeks to invite them into
shared spaces, thereby contributing to more inclusive and participatory democratic processes.

In architectural and urban design research, a living lab is an experimental research method carried
out in a real-life environment, in which researchers, architects, designers, residents,
municipalities, and other stakeholders collaboratively create, test, and evaluate spatial solutions.
Unlike traditional laboratory or theoretical studies, a living lab operates within functioning urban
or community settings, allowing direct observation of how people use spaces and how these
spaces shape everyday practices, social relations, and ecological processes.

Students are invited to participate in the observation, mapping, and analysis of public and
common spaces even before the official launch of the research project. The case study focuses on
the Pilaité neighbourhood in Vilnius. During the process, research expeditions to Pilaiteé will be
organised to observe how people use common and public spaces, to map spatial forms,
materialities, and climatic conditions, and to explore non-invasive ways of engaging with
residents and involving them in the study. Students involved in the process will also receive
theoretical material on urban design. The research results will be presented in both graphic and
textual form.
